Members’ names only will be used when displaying award winners from the spring and autumn
exhibitions, and for members’ catalogue entries.

Data Sharing

The Society will not pass on a member’s personal data to other organisations or third parties unless
specifically requested to do so by that member, or are required by law to do so.

Security

The Society is committed to ensuring that members’ information is secure. All personal data in
digital form is kept on security protected computers. Written data is kept in locked files. Current
serving Committee members and the Society’s Secretary have access to this data.

Controlling members’ personal information
